cost of medical
services due to

advanced tech-
nology, chief minister
Devendra Fadnavis

announced that the use of
'Made in India’' MRI and CT
scan machines will help
reduce costs and improve
affordabilitv. He further
stated that to enhance the
effectiveness of the
Mahatma Jyotirao Phule
Jan Arogya Yojana, the gov-
ernment plans to expand the

hospital network and estab-
lish a primary health serv-
ice facility every three kilo-
meters. He expressed confi-
dence that Maharashtra will
have the best healtheare sys-
tern in the country within
the next four yvears.

The announcement was
made during the inaugura-
tion of the Late Bhanutai
Gadkari Memorial Diagnos-
tic Centre at Kamal Chowk
in Lashkaribagh. The cere-
mony was presided over by
Union minister for road
transport and highways Nitin
Gadkari. Also present were
guardian minister Chandra-

shekhar Bawankule, general
secretary of the Mahabodhi
Society Bhante Anand Thera,
president of Ramakrishna
Math Raghavendra Swami,
former minister Adv Sulekha
Kumbhare, Rashiriva Sway-

also announced a new
scheme that will cover the
costly treatments of sickle
cell and thalassemia. He com-
mended Union minister Nitin
Gadkari for his commitment
to social welfare, saving that
Gadkari's decision to estab-
lish a diagnostic center in
memory of his mother re-
flects his deep compassion
and service-oriented ap-
proach. Fadnavis said that
the center would serve as a
milestone in healthcare for
the underprivileged.

Union minister Nitin Gad-
kari remarked that his
mother, Late Bhanutai Gad-
kari, inspired him to serve
society and that the diagnos-
tic center has been set up
purely with the spirit of pub-
lic service, not for commer-
cial purposes. He urged the
chief minister to include se-
rious ailments like bone mar-
row disorders, thalassemia
and sickle cell disease under
the Jan Arogya Yojana.

Dir Jitendra Sharma added
that this is the countrv’s first
diagnostic center where all
machines, including MRI and
CT scan, are entirely ‘Made
in India’, marking a signifi-
cant step in India's self-reli-
ance in medical technology.
